This unit specifies the competency required to install and commission Type A appliances approved for use with NG, LPG, or TLP up to 200kPa.  Work associated with these units is undertaken within the plumbing and services sector in accordance with relevant Australian Standards.

The Type A gas appliance course will enable gasfitters to safely diagnose and repair faults on domestic and commercial Type A appliances.  The training will assist in identifying the correct equipment for measuring and testing appropriate to the task.  Participants will learn how to diagnose and rectify electrical and electronic circuitry faults, including  thermoelectric, flame rectification units, ignition systems and solenoid valves.  Participants will also learn how to diagnose and remedy gas system faults such as leak testing, flue gas testing, fault identification, manufacture specification and commissioning to return into service.

The course is accredited under the national training system and successful participants receive a nationally recognised Statement of Attainment, and will be assessed to the Plumbing Industry Commission – Type A Gas licensing standard.  
Who should attend this course?

This course is available to persons who are licensed plumbers or have the relevant experience/qualifications (4 years minimum) & registrations as a plumber in gas.  Previous skills and knowledge must be confirmed in the areas of installing Type A gas appliance flue.

“Non Gas registered plumbers (including people with 4 years minimum experience in the field) need to apply to the Plumbing Industry Commission before registering in the course to have their eligibility assessed on an individual basis”.
